DAY 2 Chitose -12skm-Toya -s4m- Noboribetsu

e Lake Toya: Japan’s 3rd largest volcanic caldera lake. This ice-
free lake never freezes, even in winter when the temperature
falls quite drastically.

e x Mt. Usuzan: Take ropeway up for a scenic view of the active
volcano rising from the valley. Panoramic views of Lake Toya

and Mt. Showa Shinzan can be viewed from Usuzan. (Subject to
weather conditions)

e Bear Ranch: You can feed the Hokkaido brown bears with
apples or cookies.

e Jigokudani: With a diameter of about 450 meters, 3 thousands
liters of spring water gushes out every minute from the crater.
Along the valley, you can have a close up view of hot steam
vents and sulfurous streams.

e Noboribetsu Hot Spring: Stay one night in onsen resort and
enjoy its hot springs that is well known in Hokkaido.
