Nanjing Tianluokeng Tulou Complex

Tianluokeng Tulou Complex, dating back over 700 years, is a collection of
Tulou architecture. From a viewing platform overlooking the nearby hills, the
cluster is spectacular and unique, like a Chinese dish menu “four dishes and
one soup ‘. It consists of a square earth building at the center of a quincunx,
surrounded by three round buildings, and an oval-shaped one. In 2008, the
famous Tianluokeng Tulou Complex was inscribed as one of the 46 Fujian Tulou
World Heritage Sites.
